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Hunters must have a valid/current 2018-2019 California hunting license and Upland Game Bird 
Stamp,  junior  hunters  do  not  need  an  Upland  Game  Bird  Stamp.   A  junior  hunter  must  be 
accompanied by a non-shooting adult 18 years of age or older.  All shooters and non-shooters 
must wear shooting/safety glasses, blaze orange, and initial and sign a waiver (enclosed), for 
the hunt.

Please  come  prepared  and  wear  appropriate  gear  for  the  hunt;  we  strongly  recommend  you 
bring water, a hat, sturdy shoes/boots, sweater/jacket, and a cooler with ice for your birds. 
For safety, Apprentice  hunters must have a properly fitting shotgun.   Please note  if you  are 
not prepared for the hunt or your gear is deemed unsafe you may be asked to withdraw from 
the hunt.
