REGULATORY LANGUAGE

Section 703, Title 14, California Code of Regulations is amended to read as follows:

§ 703. Miscellaneous Applications, Tags, Seals, Licenses, Permits and Fees.
... [ No changes to subsections (a) through (c) ]

(d) Applications, Forms and Fees for multi-year permits valid from date of issuance.

(1) Scientific Collecting Permits (SCPs)

(A) Application and Permit Fees

The application fee and amendment fee is non-refundable for all permit categories and types.
Application and amendment fees shall be submitted with an application, and the permit fee is
due within 60 calendar days upon after notice of permit approval, or the Department may refuse
to issue the permit and change the approval into a denial. The application fee is required,
should an applicant re-apply. All fees are subject to Section 713 of Fish and Game Code, and
may be adjusted to include other fees required by license agents.

1. General Use application and permit fees are required per the department review program as
outlined in Title 14, Section 650(d), CCR. Specific Use application and permit fees include all
department review programs.
