capabilities of Tribes in Region 9 vary. This appendix contains a list of contacts for the Federally
recognized Tribes in Region 9.

EPA Policy for the Administration of Environmental Programs on Indian Reservations, November 8, 1984

Introduction:

Policy:

The President published a Federal Indian Policy on January 24, 1983, supporting the primary role of Tribal
Governments in matters affecting American Indian reservations. That policy stressed two related themes: (I)
that the Federal Government will pursue the principle of Indian”self-government” and (2) that it will work
directly with Tribal Governments on a "government-to-government™ basis.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has previously issued general statements of policy which
recognize the importance of Tribal Governments in regulatory activities that impact reservation
environments. It is the purpose of this statement to consolidate and expand on existing EPA Indian Policy
statements in a manner consistent with the overall Federal position in support of Tribal *“self-government”
and “government-to-governments” relations between federal and Tribal Governments. This statement sets
forth the principles that will guide the Agency in dealing with Tribal Governments and in responding to the
problems of environmental management on American Indian reservations in order to protect human health
and the environment. The Policy is intended to provide guidance for EPA program managers in the conduct
of the Agency’s congressionally mandated responsibilities. As such, it applies to EPA only and does not
articulate policy for other Agencies in the conduct of their respective responsibilities.

It is important to emphasize that the implementation of regulatory programs which will realize these
principles on Indian Reservations cannot be accomplished immediately. Effective implementation will take
careful and conscientious work by EPA, the Tribes and many others. In many cases, it will require changes
in applicable statutory authorities and regulations. It will be necessary to proceed in a carefully phased way,
to learn from successes and failures, and to gain experience. Nonetheless, by beginning work on the priority
problems that exist now and continuing in the direction established under these principles, over time we can
significantly enhance environmental quality on reservation lands.

In carrying out our responsibilities on Indian reservations, the fundamental objective of the Environmental
Protection Agency is to protect human health and the environment. The keynote of this effort will be to give
special consideration to Tribal interests in making Agency policy, and to insure the close involvement of
Tribal Governments in making decisions and managing environmental programs affecting reservation lands.
To meet this objective, the Agency will pursue the following principles:

1. THE AGENCY STANDS READY TO WORK DIRECTLY WITH INDIAN TRIBAL
GOVERNMENTS ON A ONE-TO ONE BASIS (THE “GOVERNMENT - TO - GOVERNMENT”
RELATIONSHIP), RATHER THAN AS SUBDIVISIONS OF OTHER GOVERNMENTS.
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EPA recognizes Tribal Governments as sovereign entities with primary authority and responsibility for the
reservation populace. Accordingly, EPA will work directly with Tribal Governments as the independent
authority for reservation affairs, and not as political subdivisions of States or other governmental units.

2. THE AGENCY WILL RECOGNIZE TRIBAL GOVERNMENTS AS THE PRIMARY PARTIES
FOR SETTING STANDARDS, MAKING ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY DECISIONS AND
MANAGING PROGRAMS FOR RESERVATIONS, CONSISTENT WITH AGENCY STANDARDS
AND REGULATIONS.

In keeping with the principle of Indian self-government, the Agency will view Tribal Governments as the
appropriate non-federal parties for making decisions and carrying out program responsibilities affecting
Indian reservations, their environments, and the health and welfare of the reservation populace. Just as
EPA'’s deliberations and activities have traditionally involved the interests and/or participation of State
Governments, EPA will look directly to Tribal Governments to play this lead role for matters affecting
reservation environments.

3. THE AGENCY WILL TAKE AFFIRMATIVE STEPS TO ENCOURAGE AND ASSIST TRIBES IN
ASSUMING REGULATORY AND PROGRAM MANAGEMENT RESPONSIBILITIES FOR
RESERVATION LANDS.

The Agency will assist interested Tribal Governments in developing programs and in preparing to assume
regulatory and program management responsibilities for reservation lands. Within the constraints of EPA’s
authority and resources, this aid will include providing grants and other assistance to Tribes, similar to what
we provide State Governments. The Agency will encourage Tribes to assume delegable responsibilities, (i.e.
responsibilities which the Agency has traditionally delegated to State Governments for non-reservation
lands) under terms similar to those governing delegations to States.

Until Tribal Governments are willing and able to assume full responsibility for delegable programs, the
Agency will retain responsibility for managing programs for reservations (unless the State has an expressed
grant of jurisdiction from Congress sufficient to support delegation to the State Government). Where EPA
retains such responsibility, the Agency will encourage the Tribe to participate in policy-making and to
assume appropriate lesser or partial roles in the management of reservation programs.

4. THE AGENCY WILL TAKE APPROPRIATE STEPS TO REMOVE EXISTING LEGAL AND
PROCEDURAL IMPEDIMENTS TO WORKING DIRECTLY AND EFFECTIVELY WITH TRIBAL
GOVERNMENTS ON RESERVATION PROGRAMS.

A number of serious constraints and uncertainties in the language of our statutes and regulations have
limited our ability to work directly and effectively with Tribal Governments on reservation problems. As
impediments in our procedures, regulations or statutes are identified which limit our ability to work e
effectively with Tribes consistent with this Policy, we will seek to remove those impediments.

5. THE AGENCY, IN KEEPING WITH THE FEDERAL TRUST RESPONSIBILITY, WILL ASSURE
THAT TRIBAL CONCERNS AND INTERESTS ARE CONSIDERED WHENEVER EPA’S ACTIONS
AND/OR DECISIONS MAY AFFECT RESERVATION ENVIRONMENTS.

EPA recognizes that a trust responsibility derives from the historical relationship between the Federal
Government and Indian Tribes as expressed in certain treaties and Federal Indian Law. In keeping with that
trust responsibility, the Agency will endeavor to protect the environmental interests of Indian Tribes when
carrying out its responsibilities that may affect the reservations.
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6. THE AGENCY WILL ENCOURAGE COOPERATION BETWEEN TRIBAL, STATE AND LOCAL
GOVERNMENTS TO RESOLVE ENVIRONMENTAL PROBLEMS OF MUTUAL CONCERN.

Sound environmental planning and management require the cooperation and mutual consideration of
neighboring governments, whether those governments be neighboring States, Tribes, or local units of
government. Accordingly, EPA will encourage early communication and cooperation among Tribes, States
and local Governments. This is not intended to lend Federal support to any one party to the jeopardy of the
interests of the other. Rather, it recognizes that in the field of environmental regulation, problems are often
shared and the principle of comity between equals and neighbors often serves the best interests of both.

7. THE AGENCY WILL WORK WITH OTHER FEDERAL AGENCIES WHICH HAVE RELATED
RESPONSIBILITIES ON INDIAN RESERVATION TO ENLIST THEIR INTEREST AND SUPPORT
IN COOPERATIVE EFFORTS TO HELP TRIBES ASSUME ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAM
RESPONSIBILITIES FOR RESERVATIONS.

EPA will seek and promote cooperation between Federal agencies to protect human health and the
environment on reservations. We will work with other agencies to clearly identify and delineate the roles,
responsibilities and relationships of our respective organizations and to assist Tribes in developing and
managing environmental programs for reservation lands.

8. THE AGENCY WILL STRIVE TO ASSURE COMPLIANCE WITH ENVIRONMENTAL
STATUTES AND REGULATIONS ON INDIAN RESERVATIONS.

In those cases where facilities owned or managed by Tribal Governments are not in compliance with federal
environmental statutes, EPA will work cooperatively with Tribal leadership to develop means to achieve
compliance, providing technical support and consultation as necessary to enable Tribal facilities to comply.
Because of the distinct status of Indian Tribes and the complex legal issues involved, direct EPA action
through the judicial or administrative process will be considered where the Agency determines, in its
judgment, that: (1) a significant threat to human health or the environment exists, (2) such action would
reasonably be expected to achieve effective results in a timely manner, and (3) the Federal Government
cannot utilize other alternatives to correct the problem in a timely fashion.

In those cases where reservation facilities are clearly owned or managed by private parties and there is no
substantial Tribal interest or control involved, the Agency will endeavor to act in cooperation with the
affected Tribal Government, but will otherwise respond to noncompliance by private parties on Indian
reservations as the Agency would to noncompliance by the private sector elsewhere in the country. When
the Tribe has a substantial proprietary interest in, or control over, the privately owned or managed facility,
EPA will respond as described in the first paragraph above.

9. THE AGENCY WILL INCORPORATE THESE INDIAN POLICY GOALS INTO ITS
PLANNING AND MANAGEMENT ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING ITS BUDGET, OPERATING
GUIDANCE, LEGISLATIVE INITIATIVES, MANAGEMENT ACCOUNTABILITY SYSTEM AND
ONGOING POLICY AND REGULATION DEVELOPMENT PROCESSES.

It is a central purpose of this effort to ensure that the principles of this Policy are effectively
institutionalized by incorporating them into the Agency’s ongoing and long-term planning and management
processes. Agency managers will include specific programmatic actions designed to resolve problems on
Indian reservations in the Agency’s existing fiscal year and long-term planning and management processes.

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APPENDIX II
A: ARIZONA EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
MASTER MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into by and among the counties of Apache, Cochise, Coconino, Gila,
Graham, Greenlee, La Paz, Maricopa, Mohave, Navajo, Pima, Pinal, Santa Cruz, Yavapai, Yuma and the
Arizona Division of Emergency Management.

Recitals

WHEREAS, one or more parties to this Agreement may find it necessary to utilize all of their own resources
to cope with emergencies as defined in A.R.S. § 26-301 et seq. (collectively, “emergency”), and may require
the assistance of another party or other parties (collectively, “party”);

WHEREAS, it is desirable that all resources of political subdivisions, municipal corporations, and other
public agencies be made available to respond to such emergency; and

WHEREAS, State resources will be made available in accordance with A.R.S. 35-192 and A.R.S. 26.311;
and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that each of the parties hereto should assist one another when such emergency
occurs by providing such resources as are available and needed including, but not limited to, fire, police,
medical and health, environmental, communication, and transportation services to cope with the problems of
response and recovery (collectively, “mutual aid™); and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that a Intergovernmental Agreement be executed for the interchange of such
mutual aid;

WHEREAS, it is desirable that the manner of financing of such cooperative undertakings be resolved in
advance of such emergency:

NOW, THEREFORE, IT ISHEREBY AGREED by and between each and all of the parties hereto as
follows:
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AGREEMENT

1.Purpose.

The purpose of this Intergovernmental Agreement is to state for the

participating Parties, the terms and procedures for the execution of Arizona political subdivisions’ full
power to provide mutual aid in times of local emergencies as defined under A.R.S. § 26-311 (A), to any
affected area in accordance with local ordinances, resolutions, emergency plans or agreements as
provided for in A.R.S. 8 26-311(C). Contracting authority for this Agreement is based upon A.R.S. § 26-
308 which provides that “[e]ach county and incorporated city and town of the state may appropriate and
expend funds, make contracts and obtain and distribute equipment, materials and supplies for emergency
management purposes.”

2.Scope.

The Scope of this Intergovernmental Agreement is to (1) provide the
procedures to notify the Responding Parties of the need for assistance; (2) to identify available resources
and (3) to provide a mechanism for compensation for resources.

3.Definitions.
Agreement means this document, the Arizona Emergency Management Master Mutual Aid
Agreement.

Requesting Party means the participating Governmental Party requesting aid in the event of an
Emergency or Disaster.

Assisting or Responding Party means the participating Governmental Party under this
Intergovernmental Agreement.

Division is Arizona Division of Emergency Management.

Director is the Director of the Arizona Division of Emergency Management.

Governmental Party means a governmental entity which has adopted and executed this
Intergovernmental Agreement.

4. Procedures for Requesting Assistance.

A Requesting Party, which needs assistance in excess of its own resources due to an emergency,
is authorized to request assistance from any party to this Agreement. However, when making such
requests, consideration shall be given to, and requests made, based on, but not limited to, the geographical
proximity of other jurisdictions with that of the jurisdiction requesting assistance. Requests should
specify what the emergency is, what resources are needed and the estimated period of time during which
such mutual aid shall be required, if known. Requests shall also be submitted to the Director.

5. Responding Party’s Assessment of Availability of Resources and Ability to Render Assistance.

Subject to the terms of this Agreement, the Responding Party shall make every reasonable effort
to respond with assistance to the Requesting Party. In all instances, the Responding Party shall render
such mutual aid as it is able to provide consistent with its own service needs at the time, taking into
consideration the Responding Party’s existing commitments within its own jurisdiction. The Responding
Party shall be the sole judge of what mutual aid it has available to furnish to the Requesting Party
pursuant to this Agreement.

6. Implementation Plan.
Each party shall develop an implementation plan providing for the
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effective mobilization of its resources, both public and private, to provide or receive assistance under this
Agreement.

7. Resource List.

Each party shall develop a available resource list using the form in Exhibit A. This information
shall be provided to the Director in accordance with A.R.S. 26-308, who in turn will provide it to all other
parties to this Agreement.

8. Contact List.
Each Party shall develop a contact list as outlined in Exhibit B, which shall be provided to the
Director for distribution to all other parties to this Agreement.

9. Reimbursement Procedures by the State.

It is expressly understood that when mutual aid is extended under this Agreement to the State,
reimbursement to Parties by the State for eligible costs will be provided to the Requesting Party pursuant
to A.R.S.8 35-192 as applicable.

10. Reimbursement Procedures by Counties.

The Requesting Party shall reimburse the Responding Party after receipt of an itemized voucher
and documentation of all “eligible costs” of labor and materials equipment that have actually been
expended in providing assistance.

11. Eligible Costs.

Eligible costs will be reimbursed to the Assisting Party for equipment expenses at the Assisting
Party’s Motor Pool Rates in effect at the time services are provided. The Requesting Party shall
reimburse the Assisting Party for the actual costs of materials and supplies provided by the Assisting
Party to the Requesting Party. Reimbursement for materials and supplies will be at actual cost to the
Assisting Party. In addition the Requesting Party shall reimburse the Assisting Party for actual labor
expenses, including eligible overtime and employee-related expenses in accordance with the Assisting
Party’s labor contracts and pay schedules in effect at the time of the incident. Actual excess costs to the
Assisting Party incurred for required backfill or coverage shall also be reimbursed by the Requesting
Party.

12. Personnel Compensation and Insurance

The Requesting Party and the Responding Party shall be responsible for all compensation and
insurance coverage of their respective employees and equipment, if any, involved in the mutual aid
consistent with A.R.S. § 26-314.B.

13. Immunity.
The provisions of A.R.S. 26-314 shall apply any time mutual aid is provided under this
Agreement.

14. Indemnification.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, each party agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless
the other party and the other party’s officers, agents, and employees from all claims, losses, and causes of
actions arising out of, resulting from, or in any manner connected with this agreement, but only to the
extent such claim, loss, cause of action, damage or injury is caused or contributed to by the negligent acts
or omissions of the indemnifying party.

15. Term.
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This Intergovernmental Agreement shall be effective on the date it is recorded with the Secretary
of State. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, this Agreement shall terminate ten years after
the effective date. This Agreement, upon mutual consent of the parties may be extended for a period of
time not to exceed 10 years. Any modification or time extension of this Agreement shall be by formal
written amendment and executed by the parties hereto.

16. ADA.

Each Party shall comply with applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act
(Public Law 101-336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) and all applicable federal regulations under the Act,
including 28 CFR Parts 35 and 36.

17. Non-Discrimination.

Each Party shall not discriminate against any employee, client or any other individual in any way
because of that person's age, race, creed, color, religion, sex, disability or national origin in the course of
carrying out Party duties pursuant to this Agreement. Each Party shall comply with the provisions of
Executive Order 75-5, as amended by Executive Order 99-4, which is incorporated into this Agreement
by reference, as if set forth in full herein.

18. Compliance with Laws.

Each Party shall comply with all federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations, standards and
Executive Orders, without limitation to those designated within this Agreement. The laws and
regulations of the State of Arizona shall govern the rights of the parties, the performance of this
Agreement and any disputes hereunder. Any changes in the governing laws, rules and regulations during
the terms of this Agreement shall apply but do not require an amendment.

19. Worker’s Compensation.

Each party shall be responsible for any injuries which may occur to their
own personnel during the course of rendering mutual aid pursuant to this Agreement. In accordance with
A.R.S. 823-1022, each party shall be deemed the primary employer and shall have sole responsibility for
the payment of worker’s compensation benefits to their respective employees. Each party shall comply
with the notice provisions of A.R.S. § 23-1022 (E).

20. Insurance.

Each Requesting and Assisting Party shall bear the risk of its own actions, as it does with its day-
to-day operations, and determine for itself what kinds of insurance, and in what amounts, it should carry.
The amount of reimbursement from any participating Party shall be reduced by the amount of any
insurance proceeds to which the Assisting Party is entitled to as a result of losses experienced in rendering
assistance pursuant to this Agreement.

21. Non-appropriation.

Notwithstanding any other provision in this Agreement, this Agreement may be terminated if for
any reason the Participating Party’s governing board does not appropriate sufficient monies for the
purpose of maintaining this Agreement. In the event of such cancellation, Parties shall have no further
obligation to the other Parties other than for payment for services rendered prior to cancellation.

22, No Third Party Beneficiaries.

Nothing in the provisions of this Agreement is intended to create duties or
obligations to or rights in third parties not parties to this Agreement or affect the legal liability of either
party to the Agreement by imposing any standard of care different from the standard of care imposed by
law.
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23. Entire Agreement.

This document constitutes the entire agreement between the parties pertaining to the subject
matter hereof, and all prior or contemporaneous agreements and understandings, oral or written, are
hereby superseded and merged herein. This Agreement shall not be modified, amended, altered or
extended except through a written amendment signed by the parties and recorded with the Arizona
Secretary of State as appropriate.

24. Jurisdiction.

Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as otherwise limiting or extending the legal
jurisdiction of any party. Nothing in this Agreement is intended to confer any rights or remedies to any
person or entity that is not a party.

25. Conflict of Interest.
This contract is subject to cancellation for conflict of interest pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-511, the
pertinent provisions of which are incorporated herein by reference.

26. Supervision and Control.

Management of an incident shall remain with the jurisdiction in which the incident occurred.
Responding parties shall assign an agency representative to report to the receiving party’s official in
charge. The official in charge may mission assign responding mutual aid parties, but each party’s
representative retains supervision of its personnel and resources and may withdraw its resources at any
time. The receiving party will be responsible for providing supplies and services, such as food, shelter,
gasoline and oil, for on-site use of equipment and for the personnel providing assistance. All equipment
and personnel used pursuant to this Agreement shall be returned to the Responding Party upon being
released by the Requesting Party or on demand of the providing party for such return.

217. Severability: Effect on Other Agreements.

It is expressly understood that this Agreement shall not supplant existing agreements between
some of the parties, which do provide for the exchange or furnishing of certain types of services on a
compensated basis.

28. Severability.
If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining
provisions shall continue to be valid and enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

29. Responsibility of the Arizona Division of Emergency Management.
Nothing within this Agreement limits or restricts the duties and obligations the State of Arizona
may have to respond to the emergency of any party.

30. Effective Date.

This Agreement shall become effective as to each party when adopted by resolution and executed
by the governing body of the party, and shall remain operative and effective as between each and every
party that has heretofore or hereafter executed this Agreement, until participation in this Agreement is
terminated by the party. The termination by one or more of the parties of its participation in this
Agreement shall not affect the operation of this Agreement as between the other parties thereto. The State
Director, Division of Emergency Management, shall issue an annual report, with updates as needed, to all
parties identifying the parties to this Agreement.

31. Execution Procedure.
Execution of this Agreement shall be as follows:
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This Agreement, which will be designated as “ARIZONA EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT MASTER
MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT,” shall be executed in counterparts by the governing body of each party.
Upon execution, the counterpart will be filed with the Secretary of State and provided to the Director of
the Arizona Division of Emergency Management. This agreement will be effective between all parties
who execute this agreement even if it is not executed by all counties.

32. Termination.

Termination of participation in this Agreement may be effected by any party as follows:

A party shall by resolution of its governing body give notice of termination of participation in this
Agreement and file a certified copy of such resolution with the Secretary of State and a copy will be
provided to the Director. This Agreement is terminated as to such party 20 days after the filing of such
resolution.

The parties to this Agreement understand and acknowledge that this Agreement is subject to
cancellation by any party pursuant to A.R.S. §38-511.

33. Dispute Resolution.

In the event of any controversy, which may arise out of this Agreement, the parties agree that the
matter shall be arbitrated as provided in A.R.S. §12-1518(A). The method of arbitration and the selection
of arbitrators shall be decided by the mutual agreement of the parties at such time as arbitration services
are needs. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State
of Arizona.

Within the boundaries of the state of Arizona there are 21 diverse federally recognized tribal
communities. An intertribal council (Inter Tribal Council of Arizona, Inc,) (ITCA) is established which
includes 19 of the tribal governments. The ITCA was organized to to provide member tribes a united
voice in dealing with issues facing these nations. An Emergency Program Coordinator oversees the
activities of the Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness Program for the ITCA in bringing together
resources and expertise for planning, response and recovery in the event of a chemical, radiological or
biological emergency. Although the Tribal Emergency Response Commission (TERC) has only 10 tribal
government members, all 21 federally recognized tribes in Arizona are extended any clearinghouse
information that may be of assistance to their communities in developing infrastructure and

environmental programs to improve safety and to protect their people.

SUMMARY OF STATE OF ARIZONA EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS

The State of Arizona, in compliance with the state’s HazMat emergency planning mandate, as well as
those of FEMA and the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), provides detailed information in the
State Emergency Response Plan. The Hazardous Materials Annex of the State Plan is updated annually
and provides more precise information for the effective coordination of state/local/federal/private
resources involved in HazMat emergency operations. The HazMat Annex provides for; (1) the
identification of the authorities, roles and responsibilities of state agencies, (2) the establishment of
coordination, command and control procedures; and, (3) criteria and procedures for requesting
state/federal assistance.

During a response, Department of Environmental Quality, Emergency Response Section, is the lead state
agency for addressing spills, providing a 24-hour response capability. DEQ provides technical assistance
to the responsible party and the responding personnel and ensure compliance with the spill regulations
and other pertinent state and Federal rules and regulations. The Emergency Response Section (ERS) of
DEQ assumes the role of technical advisors to the responsible party and provides on-scene assistance to
those individuals or agencies involved in the response. Once the immediate threat to public health and the
environment have been relieved, the spill/incident is stabilized and cleaned up under DEQ supervision.
The Hazardous Materials Annex details the responsibilities of primary and support agencies within the
state.

Local government has the primary responsibility to protect public health and safety. Typically local
firefighters, paramedics and law enforcement officers are first on the scene of HazMat incidents.
However, the state is responsible for providing emergency support and response when local government
is unable to provide adequate response or recovery actions, or when an incident occurs in an area which is
directly under state jurisdiction or involves certain state regulated activities. Each of the primary and
support agencies takes initiative to author, test, and update the HazMat plan as appropriate. Each agency
has reviewed the HazMat annex and each is in agreement with the emergency preparedness measures
assigned to their agency.

ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY:

o The DPS Duty Officer is the designated 24-hour point of contact for state HazMat response operations.
o DPS Duty Officer notifies appropriate agency (depending of the type of incident).

¢ Coordinates emergency transportation for state response personnel, including fixed-wing or rotary wing
aircraft.

e Provides communications relays from/to the scene.

e DPS Hazardous Materials unit functions as the state response element to HazMat incidents.

e DPS Highway Patrol Division (HPD) enforces laws relating to use of highways and operation of
vehicles.

e DPS-HPD, Commercial Vehicle Enforcement Bureau, regulates the safety operations of motor carriers
transporting hazardous materials and takes criminal or administrative action against violators.

ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY:

o Manages and administers water quality, air quality, solid waste and hazardous waste regulations.

¢ Regulates and establishes criteria and standards for the characteristics, identification, listing, generation,
transportation, treatment, storage, and disposal of hazardous waste (ARS 49-922).

o Establish an emergency response unit to function as the public health and environmental element of the
state HazMat emergency management program (ARS 49-108).

ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

o ADOT Revenue Motor Carrier Services Office administers and enforces commercial vehicle
registrations, financial responsibility and highway user fees. Personnel at remote facilities have received
various levels of HazMat training and may serve as on-scene coordinators.

e ADOT Motor Vehicle Division Driver License Administration licenses commercial motor vehicle
drivers and issues HazMat endorsements.

¢ ADOT Intermodal Transportation Division performs highway maintenance programs, however, possess
resources and capabilities to support response and recovery efforts. ADOT/ITD can support traffic
control, coordinate equipment, personnel and materials to stabalize the incident.

o ADOT Safety and Health Section administers the occupational safety and health programs of DOT.
The Safety and Health Section Emergency Response Specialist can assist DPS and DEQ during
response/containment operations and may assume the role of SOSC in highway related incidents.
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ARIZONA CORPORATION COMMISSION

¢ Regulates HazMat transportation by pipeline and rail.

¢ Responds to pipeline and railroad incidents and determine the need for additional state/federal/private
resources.

o Assumes the role of SOSC for railroad incidents AFTER the threat has been abated and clean up
determinations have been made.

e Conducts railroad post incident investigations.

ARIZONA RADIATION REGULATORY AGENCY

¢ Regulates the safe use, storage and disposal of radioactive materials.

e May assume the role of SOSC for incident hot zone in which radioactive materials are of primary
concern

¢ Responds to all events involving radioactive materials.

¢ Provides technical assistance and sample analyses for handling and disposal of radioactive materials.
o ARRA is the Governor’s designee to receive advance notification of transportation of nuclear waste.
ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION RISK MANAGEMENT SECTION (DOA/RMS)
o Deals with releases of hazardous substances on state land.

e May authorize funding for cleanup of hazardous waste on state land.

e Provides for state compensation insurance for state employees and volunteers when participating in a
statewide emergency declared by the governor and so designated through proper documentation.
ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE

o Provides technical assistance for events involving agricultural chemicals.

¢ Provides laboratory analyses of pesticide, feed and fertilizer residue.

¢ Provides information on impact of emergency incident on natural resources under the USDA’s
jurisdictions.

o Assists in the disposition of livestock and poultry affected by radiation or other contaminants.
ATTORNEY GENERAL’S OFFICE (AG-EES)

¢ Investigates and prosecutes violations of state environmental crimes statutes.

o The Civil Divison will assist in recouping expended state emergency funds.

ARIZONA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (ADEM)

o Leads the development and implementation of the state’s HazMat emergency management program.
o Coordinates will state agencies to develop and implement the state’s HazMat programs.

o Coordinates HazMat mitigation efforts.

¢ Provides direction to state agencies responding to an incident and coordinates short-term recovery
efforts.

o Develops, implements and maintains this ESF as the Arizona Hazardous Materials Emergency
Response and Recovery Plan.

¢ Maintains a directors of contacts for SEOC.

e Develops, implements and maintains standardized curricula for HazMat emergency response training
and education.

¢ Authorizes and coordinates the disbursement of the Governor’s Emergency Fund Reimbursement
Procedures for state agencies.

o Activates the SEOC to support the SOSC.

o Provides administrative support to the AZ SERC.

¢ Maintains Homeland Security Advisory System Protective Action Plan.

ARIZONA STATE EMERGENCY RESPONSE COMMISSION (AZSERC)

o Implements SARA Title 11l (EPCRA) and supervises and coordinates county LEPC activities.

o Publishes notices on AZSERC web page that information regarding the emergency response plan,
material safety data sheets or lists and inventory are available.
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¢ Reviews LEPC’s HazMat Incident plans and makes recommendations.

¢ In conjunction with appropriate SOSC, determine plume boundaries from releases that can be modeled
in ALOHA or other appropriate plume models.

¢ Provides information from Arizona Tier 1l on-line data base to requesting agencies, i.e. FBI, DPS,
DHS, DOT.

ARIZONA STATE FIRE MARSHAL

¢ Provides technical assistance at HazMat incidents.

¢ The Bureau of Epidemiology and Disease Control, Office of Risk Assessment and Investigation,
conducts risk assessments to provide acceptable levels of toxic substances in water, air and soil, and to
anticipate the type and magnitude of adverse health effects associated with exposure to toxic substances.
o Determines whether illenesses, diseases, or complaints may be attributable to exposure of hazardous
materials.

ARIZONA INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION

o Enforces occupational health hazard communications standard, worker right-to-know regulations (29
CFR 1910.1200).

o Enforces waste operations and emergency response standards (29 CFR 1910.120).

o Enforces process safety and management of highly hazardous chemicals (29 CFR 1910.119), and
Suppart Z, toxic and hazardous substances regulations (29 CFR 1910.1000-1500 and 1926.1102-1148).
ARIZONA STATE LAND DEPARTMENT

e The Environmental Resources and Trespass Division Manager is the POC for HazMat incidents on state
trust lands and will respond as requested to events to assist SOSC.

o Coordinates with DOA-RMS for funding, contractor selection and scope of work approval.
ARIZONA STATE MINE INSPECTOR

e Maintains records of all active mine operations. This includes manufacturing, storing, selling and
transferring or in any manner, disposing of explosives. Regulates labeling and amount of explosives
stored on mine property.

¢ Regulates the safe loading of Hazardous Materials on all mining property.

¢ Responds to events involving an exceptional occurance (spills, unplanned explosions, entrapment).

¢ Provides technical assistance for handling, use and disposal of explosives.

¢ Maintains permanent and mobil emergency rescue stations as well as 4-hour SCBA for Hazardous
atmospheres and ARC View GIS mapping and tracking system.

ARIZONA NATIONAL GUARD

¢ Provides, at the direction of the governor, specific emergency services to assist the State OSC in
response and recovery to HazMat incidents.

ARIZONA POISON CENTER SYSTEM

e The Arizona Poison and Drug Information Center and Samiratan Regional Poison Center will assist
incident responders in identifying and assisting the thread and provide medical management and
decontamination information.

ARIZONA STRUCTURAL PEST CONTROL COMMISSION.

o Regulates the use, storage, and application of non-agricultural pesticides and devices.
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o Maintains records of licenses, registrations, and certificates regarding pesticide use and storage.
¢ Inspects and investigates (with warrant) conditions on properties which restricted pesticides are located.
