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Unified command continues cleanup operations in the San Francisco Bay after fuel oil spilled into the water while the tanker vessel Dubai Star was refueling.
The U.S. Coast Guard, the Department of Fish and Game’s (DFG) Office of Spill Prevention and Response and the vessel owner, South Harmony Shipping, have established a unified command and are jointly managing cleanup operations. Local government agencies are also engaged in the operations.

Command emphases for the current operational period are:

· Safety of responders 

· Safety of the environment and sensitive areas 

· Economic health of the Port and minimization of financial impact 

· Ensure media needs are met 

· Ensure stakeholder information needs are met 

· Maintain unified response efforts
