e Based on the definition within the Marine Life Management Act, what does sustainability mean
to you? Based on your experience, is California halibut a sustainable fishery?
o How, if at all, is bycatch a concern for the California halibut fishery and/or your livelihood?
e How, if at all, are changing ocean conditions (in the past 20 years) impacting the California
halibut fishery and/or your livelihood?
e Based on your understanding of the California halibut fishery, do you have recommendations
related to the sustainability of the resource, bycatch, habitat, climate change, and/or socio
economics?
