The average
weight of sampled squid was 43 g (+/- 11 g SD*) and the average mantle length was
126 mm (+/-11 mm SD). The average ex-vessel price was $617/short ton ($680/metric
ton). Observed incidental catch included Pacific sardine, Pacific mackerel, and jack
mackerel.
