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FUMMARY

The Feather River Hatchery Interim Facility is operated by the Department of Fish

and Game under contract with the Department of Water Resources. This was the

last year that fi3h were transported from the fish barrier dam to a release

point about^ypmiles upstream fron the Oroville Dam construction area (described
in Inland Fisheries Report No. 64-17). Ths Oroville Dam diversion tunnels are

be closed in the fal1 of !967 and the lake will begin to fill. A hatchery
and spawning channel are being built to compensate for the loss of spawning gravel

above the dam. The new facility will go into operation in the fall of 1967.

A total of 1,850 king salmon (Oncorhynchue tshawytsha) were hauled around the

construction area between July 1, 1966 and November 22, 1966. A total of 563

steelhead (Salmo ftairdnerii gairdnerii) were taken during the year. Of this total,
473 were hauled above the dam along with the salmon, and 76 were released below

the dam. During the spring of 1967, 14 females were spawned and the eggs were

taken to San Joaquin Hatchery for incubation.

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IHTRODUCTIOK

This is the 4th annual report of the Feather River Hatchery Interim Facility.
1.113 installation is located just upstream from the upper Thermalito Bridge at
uroviile, California. It was constructed by the California Department of Water
Resources and operated under contract by the California Department of Fish and

i Included in this report is the number of fish trapped at the fish barrier
aam and hauled to the release area, steelhead spawning activities, disposition
or steelhead eggs, river flows, weather conditions, and air and water temperatures.

TRAPPING AMD HAULING OPERATION

King Salmon

J total cf 1,350 fall run king salmcr. were trapped and hauled to a release area
65 miles upstream from the Inter;* Facility and above the Oroville Dam construction
area. Frcra this location, the fish have access to natural cpawninc areas. The
diversion tunnels that carry the Feather T.iver through Oroville Dam are to be
closed in the fall of 1967, and the impounded water of the lake Bill cover all
spawning areas which the salmon have used In the past.

steelhead

The steelhead run amounted to 563 adult fish. Of this total, 473 were trapped
and hauled above the Oroville Dam along wi.th the salmon. The last fish were
hauled on November 22, 1966.

In the cpr.ng of 19G7 a trap was constructed in the fish ladder iror the purpose
of taking cteelhead eggs because the progeny of fish spawning above the dam after
that would be unable to migrate to the ocean. A total of 14 females were spawned
and the eggs were taken to San Jcaquin Hatchery for incubation. The fish will
be returned to Feather River Hatchery after the new hatchery is completed.

Cteelhead would not hold successfully for more than a few days in the holding pens
in the ladder. It was necessary to release the steelhead that were not near
spawning. Thus, 76 were returned to the river below the dam.

CONSTRUCTION

By the end of the fiscal year, the hatchery and spawning building was completed
and the fish ladder was in operation. The rearing ponds and spawning channel
were also ready to receive fish. Cone work remains to be done'on the shop and
offrce buildings. The entire project will be completed by Cctober, 1967.

PUBLIC RELATIONS

The area ia closed to the public during construction of the permanent hatchery
and spawning channel. When they are completed, the public will be admitted.
