Balsamorhiza macrolepis var. macrolepis
Lifeform: Perennial herb 
Blooming period: March-June 
Habitat: Sometimes Serpentine, Chaparral, Cismontane woodland, Valley and foothill grassland; occurring on open grassy slopes and in valleys

Sea Level rise: 
- Inland species, No threat to seal level rise
Natural barriers: 
- Few, valley and foothill species; mountain barriers, occurs within a narrow elevation band in the mountains bordering the northern Central Valley 
Anthropogenic barriers: 
- Yes, high density urban development and surrounded by agricultural lands 
Land use changes: 
- Wind farm development within 10 miles of 5-6 occurrences in the west-central range, and geothermal energy projects within 2-5 miles of 5-6 occurrences near the western range
Section C

Dispersal: 
- It has a comparatively heavy seed, which is not dispersed over a very wide area 
Interspecific interaction: 
- No significant literature found to rank species other than neutral
Disturbance: 
- Does not compete well with competition, the species occurs in chaparral communities so it may be prone to a fire occurrence; it has been recorded to increase after its community is burned (Young et al., 1979). 
Habitat Restrictions: 
- No significant literature found to rank species other than neutral
Phenology: 4 month bloom period, not vulnerable (CNPS, 2010). 
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
