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TFHAMA COUNTY S.C.S.L.E.M. STUDY
SCENT POST SURVEY
The State of California, Department of Fcod and Agriculture is conducting a
program, in Tehama county, to determine the effectiveness of the SCSLEM (Sodium
Cyanide Spring Loaded-Ejection Mechanism), with other established control methods,

in the reduction of livestock losses.

The California Department of Fish and Game is conducting a census, in conjunction
with this program, to determine the impact of the SCSLEM on the coyote and non-
target animal populations. This census will be done in three different 1lb day
periods, in September, February, and May. Use of the SCSLEM will begin after

the September census period and will continue through the May census.

The method used for this census is similar to that used by the Fish and Wildlife

Service, with a few necessary modifications. A three foot circle of sifted earth
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an attractent. Scent posts were established at most favorable sites rather than
by the random sample used by U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service. These scent
stations are located strategically on or near animal trails and other éreas of
frequent wildlife use. Past experience of the local county trappers was utilized
in deciding these locations. There were 15 scent post locations allotted to each
of the four study areas, and the attractent used was the same for each ares.

Each station was checked for five consecutive days and the visits of the night
before recorded. No tracks, found outside of the circle of siTted earth, were
used as data, and except where the tracks were definitely known tc be that of

two animals (adult and pup), the tracks of each species was recorded as one

visit for that night. All of the other data, {(tracks outside circle,.scats,

live sightings) was recorded as field notes and included herein as only

supplementary data.
