SUBJECT: Report of the 1950 Geme Take Post Card Survey

The same procedure that was used in 1948 and 1949 was again followed for the 1950
survey, namely, that a two per cent rondom sample of hunting license buyers was
drawn, @iad each hunter thet was selected was mailed a double post card gquestion~
neire, A total of 7,911 post cards was mailed shorily after January 3, 1951,
which was the closing date of waterfowl huniing -~ the season's last major hunting
period. Of the cards mailed out, 2,850 or 36 per cent were answered and returned.
Table I shows the post card mailing and retura for each county. Only eleven ad-
ditional post cards were returned by the post office or were unuseable for other
reasons.

The hunting license sale in California for the 1950 season was 492,510, This
figure divided by the 2,850 post card answers provided the correction factor thet
was needed %o obtain the total kill figures for cach game species, Tables X
vhrough ZX show the total game kill by county of kill for each geme species, In
additlon to the game kill, information was obtaiued to determine to which counties
hunters travelled from the State's large population centers to baz their deer,
pheasants, ducks and gesse., Tables II through IX show the per cent of their total
kill for each county in which these hunters bagsed game.,

It will be noted that for most species the 1950 lkkill figures approximate those for
1949, TField reports indicated s better population of mheasants in 1950 than in
1949, but the kill was nearly the same for the two years, reflecting the unfavor-
able westher conditions that were experienced during 1950 huating season. The
1950 kill of band-tailed pigeons was double the 1949 kill, and reflecis the

larger pigeon flight that was noted in 1950. However, both the 1950 pigeon flight
end resulting kill did not approach that experienced in 1948. The 1950 deer take
would indicate a record ltill, which is in shoarp contrast to the deer ftag reports.
The deer tag reports show that 1949 was tlhe year of a record kill. A4s a check on
the validity of the post card survey each hunter sampled wes askzed to indicate if
he purchased a deer tog. The actual sale of 1950~51 deer tags was 312,652 whkile
the survey indicated a sale of 308,500 deer tags for the same period -~ & close
correlation, Further checks with knowa data are being incorporated into the 1951
SUPVEY.
