Extinction Risk Why do we need a SONCC plan?   

Why not use CA Coho Recovery Strategy? 
 

Å Delisting criteria are a federal requirement for a recovery 

plan.  They describe which populations will play a 

primary vs. supporting role in recovery, and when we will 

know the species is recovered. 

 

Å Need to include Oregon part of ESU (1/3 of ESU area) 

 

Å Different goals ï delisting vs. vibrant fisheries and 

communities 

 

Å Note:  SONCC planôs recovery actions are consistent with 

CA Coho Recovery Strategy, due to CDFW comments 

throughout process
